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Contents and Message from the Speaker

Learning occurs when the learners recognize their experience and modify their behavior. School
education is designed for providing certain learning opportunities, and teachers always try to
develop a good model of instruction. Learning outcomes, however, do not always come up as
expected because the learners have different interests and backgrounds from those of the teachers.
This talk proposes a shift from efficient learning to effective learning. Efficient learning is
structured and evaluated by teaching side; effective learning requires matching the contents of
lessons with the learner’s environments and sometimes happens suddenly without control by the
teaching side. The talk briefly explains the recent framework of competencies as learning
outcomes/goals and shows examples of learning practice such as Twitter and soft skills.
